Grilled Turkey Legs

1 (2 liter) bottle lemon-lime flavored carbonated beverage
2 tablespoons sugar 
2 tablespoons hot sauce
1 tablespoon crushed red pepper flakes
1 tablespoon black pepper
1 large sweet onion, sliced
4 turkey legs
2 tablespoons honey
1 tablespoon steak seasoning

Preheat an outdoor grill for high heat, and lightly oil grate. In 
a large pot, mix the lemon-lime flavored carbonated beverage, 
sugar, hot sauce, red pepper, pepper, and onion. Place the turkey 
legs in the mixture, and bring to a boil. Cook 30 to 45 minutes, 
until the turkey has reached an internal temperature of 180 de-
grees F (80 degrees C). Remove onion slices from the mixture, 
and arrange on the prepared grill. Place turkey legs over the 
onions. Drizzle with honey, and season with steak seasoning. 
Cook, tuning once, 20 minutes, or until a crisp browned crust 
has formed on the turkey legs. Source: AllRecipes.com. 

Elephant Ears

1 1/2 cups milk
3/8 cup shortening
2 tablespoons white sugar 
1 teaspoon salt
2 tablespoons active dry yeast
4 cups all-purpose flour
1 quart oil for frying
Topping:
6 tablespoons white sugar 
3 tablespoons ground cinnamon

Prepare dough: Combine milk, shortening, sugar, and salt in a 
small saucepan over medium heat. Cook and stir until shorten-
ing melts and sugar dissolves. Remove from heat and let cool to 
lukewarm, 110 degrees F (43 degrees C). Sprinkle yeast into the 
cooled dough mixture and let sit until foamy. Transfer mixture 
to a large bowl and stir in flour to form a dough. Knead until 
smooth; cover and let rise 30 minutes. Heat oil in a deep fryer 
or large saucepan to 375 degrees F (190 degrees C). Roll out 
2-inch balls of dough into thin sheets; fry in hot oil until puffed 
and golden, about 1 to 2 minutes per side. Drain on paper tow-
els. Prepare topping: Combine sugar and cinnamon in a bowl. 
Sprinkle topping over warm elephant ears and serve. Source:

Combine first 4 ingredients in a large mixing bowl; mix well, 
and set aside. Combine eggs, corn, milk, and 2 teaspoons veg-
etable oil; mix well. Stir corn mixture into dry ingredients. Drop 
mixture by rounded teaspoonfuls into vegetable oil heated to 
375˚; cook fritter until golden, turning once. Yield: about 3 doz-
en.

Deep Fried Oreos
2 quarts vegetable oil for frying
1 large egg 
1 cup milk
2 teaspoons vegetable oil
1 cup pancake mix
1 (18 ounce) package cream-filled chocolate sandwich cookies 
(such as Oreo®)

Heat oil in deep-fryer to 375 degrees F (190 degrees C). Whisk 
together the egg, milk, and 2 teaspoons of vegetable oil in a bowl 
until smooth. Stir in the pancake mix until no dry lumps re-
main. Dip the cookies into the batter one at a time, and carefully 
place into the hot frying oil. Fry only 4 or 5 at a time to avoid 
overcrowding the deep fryer. Cook until the cookies are golden-
brown, about 2 minutes. Drain on a paper towel-lined plate be-
fore serving.

Tacos on a Stick
1 envelope taco seasoning
1 cup tomato juice
2 tablespoons canola oil
2 pounds beef top sirloin steak, cut into 1-inch cubes
1 medium green pepper, cut into chunks
1 medium sweet red pepper, cut into chunks
1 large onion, cut into wedges
16 cherry tomatoes
Salsa con queso or sour cream, optional

In a large shallow dish, combine the taco seasoning, tomato 
juice and oil; mix well. Remove 1/2 cup for basting; refrigerate. 
Add beef and turn to coat. Cover; refrigerate for at least 5 hours.
Drain and discard marinade from beef. On metal or soaked 
wooden skewers, alternately thread beef, peppers, onion and 
tomatoes. Grill, uncovered, over medium heat for 3 minutes 
on each side. Baste with reserved marinade. Continue turning 
and basting until meat reaches desired doneness, 8-10 minutes.

The 19th Annual Soule Live Steam 
Festival in Meridian, Mississippi will 
show how things were made and 
how hard people worked back in 
the early 20th century. This event is 
hosted at historic Soule Steam Feed 
Works, America’s last intact steam 
engine factory. Always held on the 
first Saturday of November, this year 
the festival falls on Friday and Satur-
day, November 4-5, 2022 from 9 a.m. 
to 4 p.m. This event attracts visitors 
from across the country. 

The Soule name was a well-known 
agricultural name among farmers 
across Mississippi and the nation. 
George W. Soule patented inven-
tions and manufactured products 
that were used for compressing cot-
ton, baling hay, milling sugar cane 
and sawing lumber. For generations 
Soule Steam Feed Works Machine 
Shop replicated thousands of bro-
ken parts for tractors and other farm 
machinery that no longer had repair 
parts readily available. The belt-
driven Machine Shop will be oper-
ating during festival as a reminder 
of this bygone era. Blacksmiths will 
also demonstrate the forge dur-
ing these two days. Portable steam 
engines will be operated, showing 
how farmers were able to use belts 
to power many types of farm-related 

machines. 
The founders of the Mississippi 

Industrial Heritage Museum and 
Soule Live Steam Festival, believe 
that preserving and interpreting 
America’s industrial heritage is very 
important. This historic factory site 
tells the story of early 20th century 
invention, industry and workers like 
no other place in America. Here visi-
tors can see the manufacturing pro-
cess from raw material to finished 
product. More than 100 volunteers 
and steam-enthusiasts work to make 
this museum and event possible. 

The Soule factory buildings date 
to the turn-of-the-20th century. 
Most of the original equipment and 
fixtures still remain in place and are 
in operation during the festival. The 
1907 machine shop still uses the 
original 106’-long, belt-driven drive

shaft to power equipment. As you 
walk through the foundry-a state-
of the-art industrial building when 
it was built in 1917-you’II find the 
Paxson Cupola Furnace, which was 
fired by coke and produced tons of 
mol-ten iron weekly. The Pattern 
Shop, housed on the second floor 
of the foundry, is complete with an-
tique woodworking equipment. The 
foundry’s core-making department 
is another rare feature that survives. 

Admission is $10. Student ad-
mission is free on Friday and $5 on 
Saturday.

Most cotton in Mississippi got off 
to an excellent start in May, received 
the heat needed in June and July, 
and now is ready for sunny skies so 
growers can harvest a potentially 
above-average crop.

The U.S. Department of Agri-
culture estimates 56% of the crop 
is in good or excellent shape, with 
another 38% estimated at fair. As of 
Aug. 28, bolls were opening on an 
estimated 25% of the crop.

Brian Pieralisi, cotton specialist 
with the Mississippi State University 
Extension Service, said he expects 
the yield to be above average overall, 
but the harvest will vary from poor 
to great in different locations.

“Last year, we harvested 1,116 
pounds per acre on average, and 
there is a chance we match that this 
year,” Pieralisi said.

A big part of the success of the 
cotton crop goes back to its start. 
Pieralisi said most of the cotton in 
Mississippi was planted between 
May 1 and 10. Pockets in northwest 
Mississippi that were unusually wet 
were planted the third week of May, 
and a band across the northern Del-
ta had to be replanted because of a 
sandblasting event.

“Getting a good start and a uni-
form stand sets the stage for the 
yield potential you will have later,” 
Pieralisi said. “Having a uniform 
stand and all your cotton planted 
at the same time helps with man-
agement during the growing sea-
son. You can do everything at once 
rather than having one field ready 
for thrips control or nitrogen appli-
cation, but other fields are on a dif-
ferent schedule.”

June and July were very hot 
months, and cotton requires the ac-
cumulation of a significant number 
of heat units to set a good crop.

“Fruit retention was high because 
of the heat, although we lost some 
fruit when it got cloudy in August,” 
Pieralisi said. 

About 60% of the state’s cotton 
crop is irrigated. Pieralisi said those 
growers with the ability to turn on 

the water as needed should have an 
excellent crop.

“There were some areas that 
didn’t have irrigation and didn’t 
have timely rains, and that cotton 
is suffering,” he said. “The northern 
Black Prairie from West Point to 
Tupelo didn’t get any showers this 
summer and was the driest region 
we had. Some of that cotton had a 
tough time.”

Disease pressure was light this 
year, with bacterial blight showing 
up in some places. Target spot is 
likely to appear because of all the re-
cent rains in late August.

“We’re seeing a lot of late-season 
potassium deficiency symptoms pri-
marily due to boll fill,” Pieralisi said. 
“Plants need soil moisture to be 
able to take up potassium, and the 
dry soils limited some of the potas-
sium uptake. The cotton relied on 
relocation from within the plant to 
attempt to meet the demand of the 
heavy boll load.”

If cloudy weather clears and the 
sun shines again and brings a wind 
to dry out fields, cotton defoliation 
should begin by the first of Septem-
ber and cotton harvest by as early as 
September. 10.

Will Maples, an MSU Extension 
agricultural economist, said strong 
cotton prices remain at the highest 
levels since 2011, with the Decem-

ber 2022 futures contract peaking in 
mid-May at $1.32 a pound.

“Macro-level economic concerns 
and the increase in interest rates 
by the Federal Reserve fueled un-
certainty in the cotton market in 
early July, and we saw a near 40-cent 
selloff in the December 2022 futures 
contract,” Maples said. “Since then, 
prices have rebounded, and the  
December 2022 futures contract 
averaged $1.14 for the week ending 
August 19.”

Despite high market prices, farm-
ers continue to face higher input 
costs and inflation that eat into their 
profit margins.

Unfavorable growing conditions 
in west Texas are largely responsible 
for the USDA lowering its estimated 
of the nation’s cotton production. 
Those supply concerns are keeping 
U.S. prices high.

“Ending stocks are currently pro-
jected at 1.8 million bales, half of 
what they were last year,” Maples 
said. “Even though supply concerns 
are pushing prices higher, the de-
mand side is limiting how high pric-
es will get. Recession and interest 
rate hikes will continue to restrain 
demand.”

So far this year, China, Pakistan 
and Turkey have been the largest 
purchasers of the upcoming U.S. 
cotton crop. 

Hot Summer Produced a 
Strong Cotton Crop

Over the weekend, we had a most 
welcome visitor return to my home 
garden and landscape after an ab-
sence of several months. Our first 
hummingbird of the fall season ar-
rived, and this was an indicator of 
lots of activity in the next few weeks.

I get excited to see the first fall 
hummingbirds because it means 
they’re going to start gathering all 
along the Gulf Coast in preparation 
for their fall migration.

Earlier this spring, I wrote about 
great plants you can use to attract 
hummingbirds to your garden. And 
while it’s most likely too late for this 
year, you can use those suggestions 
as a guide as you plan your 2023 
landscape.

So instead of considering great 
hummingbird garden plants, today I 
want to share some interesting facts 
about hummingbirds.

For being so small, humming-
birds have incredible migration pat-
terns.

They literally fly thousands of 
miles between their overwinter-
ing grounds in Mexico and Central 
America to their breeding grounds 
throughout North America. Some 
take the longer land route and follow 
the coastline of the Gulf of Mexico. 
It is amazing to realize that others 
fly nonstop straight across the Gulf 
of Mexico.

As I delved deeper into hum-
mingbird facts, I learned that ruby-
throated hummingbirds, which are 
the primary ones that I see, can fly 
500 miles nonstop.

Maybe that’s one of the reasons 

most gardeners are enthralled with 
hummingbirds and also Monarch 
butterflies. Such tiny creatures take 
what seems to be unbelievable jour-
neys when sometimes it’s a chore for 
me to go to the corner grocery store.

Sugar, as in glucose, is a great 
food and energy source for these 
tiny birds as they get ready to head 
farther south. And do they ever love 
sugar!

Hummingbirds have a really high 
metabolism. They beat their wings 
50 times a second and have a heart 
rate of over 1,000 beats a minute. 
Because of the energy needed to 
sustain that kind of effort, they can 
consume twice their body weight 
every day.

While hummingbirds have the 
hummer nickname, they don’t actu-
ally hum. They do have an unmis-
takable whirring sound from their 
wings beating so fast. They also have 
a high-pitched chatter.

If you haven’t already done so, 
now is a perfect time to put those 
hummingbird feeders out.

You can buy ready-mixed feeder 
solutions, but I think it’s easier to 
make your own sugar water. The 
recipe is simple: four parts water to 
one part pure cane sugar. Do not use 
honey or brown sugar, as this can 
make the hummingbirds sick.

Boil this solution and allow it to 
cool before adding it to the feeders. 
It’s not uncommon to have to make 
several batches a week.

So, enjoy the hummingbirds this 
fall as they get ready to migrate 
south. You’ll see lots of activity 
around the feeders for weeks, and 
then one day, they’ll all be gone. Un-
til next spring.
